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Traveling Trunk

Purpose: The traveling trunk will be a student created activity that will engage the class as they learn more about a culture.  Students will create a trunk filled with artifacts that will help aid in the understanding of that culture. The artifacts can be documents, maps, photos, or any other relevant items that will enhance the understanding of the culture.

Task: 
1. Students will be allowed to choose a standard from the Acorn Book that they will then base the contents of their trunk on.

2. Students will then create a question based upon that standard.

3. Students will then collect the evidence needed to answer the question in the form of artifacts listed above under Purpose.

4. Students will create a list of questions/tasks that will be answered/ completed by their classmates as they examine the items in the trunk?

5. Students will create a rubric to assess the completion of the questions/tasks by their  classmates

Requirements:

· Students may work alone or in small groups

· Each group will be responsible for obtaining their ‘trunk’ [this can be cardboard, etc.] which will not be returned to you. All items will be retained by me so do not put anything in the trunk that you need to have returned to you.
· Each group must place an inventory sheet in the trunk

· Each group must have enough information in the trunk to adequately complete the questions/tasks

Format:

· Type your standard and the date and place it on the outside of your trunk. 

· On a sheet of paper type
·  Your standard and  the time period,

· The question that you have created from the standard. 

· Create a series of tasks that the student will complete while exploring your trunk that will lead them to a better understanding of your topic

· Place evidence that answers the questions/tasks that you have created in the trunk—this can be either primary or secondary sources, quotes, readings, pictures, items

· All items must relate to the tasks and question

· All items must be clearly labeled with captions or explanations

· All items must be able to enhance the understanding of the tasks/question 
· Photos or excerpts/readings should have enough identification to allow the student to understand how each piece of evidence could be used to further understand the topic

· Create a rubric for the tasks that you have created that would assess student knowledge

· Create an inventory sheet of everything in your trunk
